Why have a vision?

The 2029 Vision articulates how Otter Creek Church of
Christ intends to embody the good news of Jesus’
kingdom to Nashville as we move towards 2029, our
church’s 100th anniversary. This vision provides a
“high-altitude” perspective on the congregational goals
that the OC leadership will pursue and principles it will
follow In matters of theology, ethos, and ministry.
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VIsion Process

In April of 2018 the shepherds commissioned 20 OC
members to dream about our future.

That group submitted their ideas in January of 2019.

The shepherds processed that input and spent much
of 2019 crafting a 10 year vision for OC.

Coinciding debt retirement shaped the vision to have
an outwardly focus.

The shepherds affirmed the Vision 2029 in
November of 2019.
